


The biogas plant of Valovice has a total installed 
electrical capacity of 1163 kW and has been in 
operation since 2008. All electricity is delivered 
into the ČEZ distribution network. Thermal energy 
is used for the generation of other electricity with 
the help of ORC equipment with a capacity of 100 
kW, which ensures the additional generation of 
about 740,000 kWh/year.

The facility is designed as a classical agricultural 
biogas plant which processes input raw materials 
in the following composition:	
·	 pig liquid manure: 12,000 tonnes per year 
·	 maize silage: 14,802 tonnes per year		
·	 beet slices: 4,000 tonnes per year
					   

Special technologies for the mixing of input 
materials before dispensing into fermentation 
tanks and including the cogeneration unit, are 
installed in the technical building. The beet slices 
are treated before they are given into the mixing 
unit where all the input materials are mixed af-
terwards. A new lagoon for the storage of diges-
tate with a capacity of 7000 m3 is also part of the 
biogas plant.
