


BÁCSVÍZ Co. is a major public water utility com-
pany at Bács-Kiskun County, Hungary, supplying 
31 communities with drinking water and sewer 
service.

Most of its shares have been owned by the City 
of Kecskemét. The city received EU subsidies to 
extend its sewer system from a coverage of  
50 % to 90 %. At the same time it was necessary 
to upgrade the WWTP of the town as well, due to 
the increasing amount of the input waste water 
and the higher quality requirements of the output 
treated water. The project included the moderniza-
tion of the sludge handling and treating unit. As 
the result of the excess amount of treated sludge, 
both the sludge treatment line and the existing 
biogas plant were improved.

In 2007 EnviTec Biogas Southeast Europe Ltd. 
supplied and installed a 330 kWel GE Jenbacher 
gas engine, a new gas analyzer, so from that time 
on not just the amount but also the composition 
of the biogas could be measured and recorded.  
EnviTec-Biogas SEE delivered and mounted a new 
flare equipment, ventilation and cooling system, 
heat distributors and pipeline too. 

All these implementation works had been com-
pleted while the plant was in full operation.
