


This biogas plant – the first EnviTec Biogas unit to 
the region – was built in 2007, with the co-financ-
ing of the  Phare – CBC Interreg program. This 
program was to support the cross-border coopera-
tion and the development of the border regions 
of the neighboring countries. The unit started its 
operation in 2007.

Input materials such as manure and sorgum are 
supplied by different farms in the vicinity, and 
stored in a concrete receiving tank respectively to 
a concrete hopper, which is equipped by a walking 
floor.

Once the controlled amount of manure and 
sorgum has been homogenized in the mixing tank, 
the substrate will be pumped to the digester. This 
digester with a net volume of 2.500 m3 is the most 

important part of the system: the biogas will be 
produced here. Next to the main digester, there is 
a small, 200 m3 research digester which enables 
the operators to test a wide range of input sub-
strates. The plant is complete with two covered 
residue storage tanks, made of pre-fabricated 
concrete slabs and equipped by agitators.

This 526 kW unit is the first EnviTec Biogas plant 
realized in the region.
